Confidentiality
General  Rule  of  Confidentiality:   Information  disclosed  to  a  psychological  professional  is  considered  “privileged 
communication” and cannot be disclosed in any court of competent jurisdiction in the State of Colorado without the consent of 
the person to whom the sought testimony relates, unless ordered by a presiding court official. At times, legal proceedings may 
result in an exception to confidentiality and any information that the client discloses willingly and publicly about their therapy will 
not be considered confidential. 

Exceptions to the Rule of Confidentiality:  There are exceptions to the general rule of legal confidentiality. These exceptions 
are listed in the Colorado statutes (see section 12-43-218, C.R.S., in particular). These exceptions include situations involving 
an assessment  that  the client  is  an imminent danger  to self  or  others,  or gravely  disabled.  Furthermore,  if  I  suspect  that  
someone is abusing or neglecting a child or elder, I am required by law to report it. These exceptions require that I contact 
appropriate persons such as family members, your psychiatrist/physician, law enforcement, social services, and/or the specific 
person you are threatening to harm (if applicable). 

In addition, you should be aware I might consult with colleagues or appropriate professionals, such as an attorney, during the 
course of your treatment should the need arise. Your confidentiality is still protected during any such consultation.  

Confidentiality cannot be assured when utilizing cell phones, emails, or facsimiles (AKA “fax”) as modes of communication with 
me. By using these means of communication, you are giving me permission to contact you in a similar manner and are releasing 
me from any breach of  confidentiality  that  may occur  in  the process.  However,  every  effort  will  be  made to ensure  your 
confidentiality remains intact if communication occurs by these methods.
